	Setting up zones for various types of activity at lunchtime has encouraged our pupils to be more purposeful & active. This has seen a reduction in displays of poor behaviour or unsafe incidents.

The introduction of leadership schemes has developed greater understanding of the importance of preparation and participant conduct to ensure safety.



	A2.6 Pupils’ behaviour
	Through our lunchtime programme using formal / semi formal activity our pupils have something positive to do in the playground; they channel their energy into physical activity rather than getting involved in arguments and fights. They form new friendships, learn to cooperate and become more tolerant of one another.

We have consulted what activities the children in our school would like to be offered in the playground and then respond to their requests. We have found they feel empowered and they are more likely to participate in and enjoy the activities. Activities have been chosen that encourage pupils from different year groups to mix and work together, such as team-building games or dancing; we have avoided aggressive team games that might increase tension.

When pupils spend less time queuing for equipment and waiting for a turn, they have shown less frustration and boredom. With fewer arguments about how long someone’s turn has taken or whose turn is next, relationships between pupils has improved.

Bearing this in mind an efficient, fair system for distributing equipment is in place. Pupils have been trained to manage the distribution and collection of playground equipment.

 Older pupils have roles as play leaders or mentors at break and lunchtimes. They take responsibility for organising equipment, leading activities, teaching younger pupils’ games and supporting their play.
